Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Stock Option Account-

ing Reform Aect”.
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SEC. 2. ACCOUNTING STANDARDS FOR RECORDING OF

STOCK OPTIONS AS EXPENSES.

The Financial Accounting Standards Board shall de-
velop additional standards of financial accounting and re-
porting related to the recording of the value of a stock
option granted by a public corporation to an officer or em-
ployee as an expense in the corporation’s financial state-

ments.
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
